If you need to purchase any uniform, then please come to the school office who can help you 

with this. You are more than welcome to look at uniform and/or try it on before purchasing 

anything. Payments for uniform can be made in cash or via a bank transfer. School uniform 

consists of a white polo shirt, blue sweatshirt or cardigan and black/grey trousers/skirts. Our PE t-

shirt is royal blue and can be worn with shorts/jogging bottoms depending on the season. Please 

speak to class teachers for confirmation of PE days. 

 

We are flexible with regard to our uniform as we want to ensure that all of our pupils are 

comfortable and happy in what they are wearing during their time at Easthorpe. 

For PE lessons, please can you make sure that your child has a royal blue PE t-shirt, appropriate 

bottoms & suitable footwear in school at all times. PE t-shirts are available from the school office. 

As we are now offering all pupils Forest School, which will take place on Thursdays, they will need 

to have suitable clothes to wear in all weather conditions (e.g. waterproof shoes) and these will 

need to stay in school.  

 

Please ensure that, as the weather gets colder, pupils come to school in appropriate coats and
